Fountain at Belterra, 
Vevay, IN

This fountain is featured 
in many of the advertisements 
for Belterra Casino, Resort 
& Spa.  SFC completed the 
fountain’s assembly 13 days in 
May 2004.  This water feature 
posed a unique challenge and put 
our expertise and gentle touch to 
the test.  It was made with sand-
stone pieces imported from Italy.  
PM was Bill Fansler and foreman 
was Johnny Andrew.

Metropolis Lifestyle Center, Plainfi eld, IN
Begun in June 2005, this project was a real showcase of what 

SFC can do.  By the time we were done in October 2005, we had 
placed over 5000 CY of concrete with a variety of fi nishes including 
stains, stamps, exposed aggregate, and Sand Matrix Finish.  We also 
put in over 10,000 SF of pavers.  This project was honored with an 
IRMCA Concrete Achievement Award in 2006.  PM was Bill Fansler 
and foremen were Bruce Fish and Scott Shackelford.  GC was Pepper 
Construction.  

Simon Headquarters, Indianapolis, IN
In May 2006, SFC was hired to construct the hard-

scape walks, plazas and fountain around Simon’s downtown 
headquarters.  Designed by Ratio Architects, the hardscape 
scope included nearly 16,000 square feet of oversize custom
colored pavers, concrete walks, curbs, stairs and a 60’
diameter fountain featuring 16’ geysers.  The project 
presented the usual logistical and scheduling challenges 
found in high profi le projects in the city, which were met 
by Project Manager Joe Davee, Superintendent Bruce 
Fish and Fountain Specialist Perry Mason.  GC was Duke 
Construction.  In 2006, this project was honored with a 
Monumental Affair Award.  

Castleton Square Mall,
 Castleton, IN

At Castleton Square Mall, we 
placed almost 600 CY of concrete 
walks with our Sand Matrix Finish.  
We also placed a courtyard fountain
surrounded by integrally colored 
stamped concrete.  In addition
to that, we created custom

 glass fi ber reinforced concrete (GFRC) pieces 
used for building ornamentation. (the peony 

frieze panel, the larger frieze panels above the 
glass awning, and the escutcheon plates)  These 
pieces were hand sculpted in clay, molded, and 
made in our own fabrication shop.  The project
was designed by Kevin Parsons, PM on this 
project was Bill Fansler, and foreman was 
Bruce Fish.    GC was Pepper Construction.  
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Smock Fansler has recently made some additions to our repertoire 
of services: we have created our own in-house fabrication shops.  This is 
made up mainly of two areas: our metal fabrication shop and our custom 
pre-fabricated specialties shop.  

Our metal fabrication shop is located in our yard and staffed by
certifi ed welders.  Headed up by Shannon Black, our metal fab 
shop has had a variety of projects, ranging from custom fencing to a 
kinetic sculpture.  With years of experience in welding, Shannon is able 
to help design and construct custom metal pieces for a wide range of 
projects.  Recently our metal fab shop has been working on an array of 
challenges: a custom duck blind, framing for a water feature, custom 
notice boards, fi replace screens, and a copper sculpture.  “Working in 
the metal fab shop allows me to create things in a variety of uses, from 
delicate art work to heavy duty industrial components.” says Black.  At 
times, our shop has been so busy as to pull extra help from the fi eld.  Johnny 
Andrew II was an invaluable addition to the metal fab shop crew in 
meeting a tight deadline for the Hamilton Town Center project.  

Our custom Pre-Fabricated Specialties shop (the pre-fab shop) is 
also located in our yard and headed up by Tommy Fansler IV.  He has 
been busy making casts and molds for a variety of projects as well.  With 
his knowledge base, we are able to make custom concrete stamps, molds 
for custom panels and pots.  “If you need it, you can show me a picture 
or sketch and it can be made of concrete, we can fi gure out a way to make 
it,” says Tommy.  

Having our fab shops located in-house is a valuable asset.  Because 
of it’s proximity to many of our job sites, we are able to fabricate exactly 
what is needed within the project’s time schedule.  Designers are also 
able and encouraged to come and meet with the actual fabricators of their 
custom pieces, track our progress, and give creative insight along the 

way.  Designers often come by to see the progression of their pieces and clarify drawings and specs.  This 
is supported strongly by SFC to ensure the highest quality standards are achieved.

of required paperwork.

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Answers for the Safety Corner Cold Weather Quiz
1.  a. True Trapped perspiration and overheating while walking or climbing is the enemy, and the way to defeat it is to wear 
multiple layers, removing outer clothing while exercising and putting them back on while stationary.
2.  b. wool  Goosedown loses its loft and warmth when wet and most synthetic fl eeces offer poor wind resistance.  Down can be 
covered with waterproof materials, of course, and fl eece can be backed with a windproof liner - but natural wool retains warmth 
when wet and, if close-woven, offers good wind resistance.
3.  b. False  Hypothermia is a subnormal body core temperature - and weather need not be freezing for it to occur.  Without 
adequate clothing, or when combined with dampness and wind chill, hypothermia is very possible with temperatures in the 50º F 
range.  
4.  b. False, absolutely false!  Any warmth offered by alcohol is false warmth.  Alcohol and caffeine (and, for that matter, nico-
tine) adversely affect circulation, so they are poor choices for treating chills or cold injuries.  
5.  b. burn.  Frostbite and burns are very similar, including the degrees to which they occur.  Treatment is also similar, except 
that gradual, never sudden warming is essential for the frostbite-affected area.  
6.  c. hat  A tremendous amount of heat loss takes place from the head and neck.  A well-insulated hat goes a long way toward 
keeping the whole body warm.  A smart trick is a muffl er or even a bandana tied around the neck.  
7.  b. False Frostbite is the freezing of the affected area.  While rubbing may bring back circulation to chilled hands, feet, or face 
before frostbite actually sets in, it will only cause more tissue damage if actual frostbite has occurred.  
8.  a. True Packed snow is a superb insulator, and getting out of the wind is the fi rst key to survival.  Ordinary wax candles 
should be a part of any cold weather emergency kit and a single candle provides amazing warmth in a snug snow cave.  Caution:  
Make absolutely certain you keep a well-packed breathing hole open.  
9.  b. build a fi re and get dry as quickly as possible.  Wet feet in freezing weather are an invitation to frostbite.  
10.  a. True In cold weather, people tend not to feel thirsty, and dehydration can be a severe problem - just as severe as in ex-
treme heat, and just as dangerous.  Concentrate on drinking plenty of fl uid whether you feel thirsty or not.  Eating snow is only a 
partial answer, for it takes surprising quantities of snow to offer signifi cant amounts of water.  

We hope that this quiz sharpened your wits a bit to the dangers that cold weather can pose.  
Stay warm this winter and BE SAFE!
